HE purpose of this GREATER THEMATIC MUSIC CUE SHEET
is to make it possible for a more detailed and accurate rendition of
the suggested music, to establish a more definite locale of the pro-

duction, a more perfect sequence of modulations from one selection to an-
other, a more careful working out of the dynamics and effects, and in fact
to take the place of a complete music score.

By carefully adhering to the suggestions offered in this cue sheet to-
gether with the type, style and character of the music selected for the vari-
ous scenes, action and characters, a most effective and satisfactory perfor-
mance must result from any theatre combination of musicians, as extra
care was taken to select only such arrangements that can be proper rend-
ered with any size orchestra, or even with Organ or Piano alone.

This is a comedy picture throughout demanding comedy characteristic
music.

The important themes are described as follows:

COWBOY THEME: (Cues 9, 18, 58, 61) A Western Intermezzo
of the old style, like “Cheyenne”’, “Hiawatha™, etc. “PONY BOY".

MOTHER-IN.-LAW THEME: (Cues 13, 21, 26) A chatterbox se-
lection of a gabby moving comed style or Humorcsque to show this

woman's meddling nature. THE CHATTERBOX (Sanders).

DAD THEME: (Cues 15, 23, 29, 57). An eccentric comedy Char-
acteristic to show the funny actions of this queer old man. "CHARAC-
TERISTIC NO. 1" (Roberts).

MOLLY THEME: (Cues 20, 22, 59, 62). A popular love Ballad of

the modern dance order with appropriate text to follow the young lovers.
